	Conclusions: Are conclusions acceptable and logical based on the
results? Are conclusions stated clearly? Does/Do results speak directly
to or answer the research question? Are next steps/inferences
discussed?
• 8-10 points – Conclusions are stated clearly and are appropriate based on results
• 4-7 points – Conclusions are stated but may lack clarity or were not completely appropriate based on results
• 0-3 points – Conclusions are not presented or did not correlate with results
	

	Presentation Skills:  Is the presentation well organized? Are the speakers clear and concise in their use of language? Are the speakers free of verbal and physical distractions (such as saying ‘um’ or ‘you know’ too often, shuffling feet, etc.)? Is the visual presentation visually appealing and easy to read? Did the presenter(s) read to the audience?
