Some journalists report what happened. Others report
why it happened. Amanda Barren is one of the rare few
who do both.

A native of Bainbridge, Ohio, she has a passion for the welfare of children and
animals, as well as for the health, nutrition, and wellness of our community, which
has inspired many.

After graduating from the E.W. Scripps School of Journalism at Ohio University,
where she received the Ohio University Southern Woman of Leadership award, she
started her career in Parkersburg at WTAP-TV.

Barren left WTAP to cover courts, crime, and government for WJET in Erie,
Pennsylvania, then became the anchor of “Good Morning Erie.” She moved back to
West Virginia to work as a reporter and anchor at WSAZ, then returned to Cleveland,
Ohio, to serve as a morning reporter and noon anchor at WKYC. In late 2012, the call
of West Virginia’s Country Roads drew her back to WSAZ as the evening anchor for
nearly ten years.

Inlate 2021, she joined the team at WOWK and immediately made animpact, taking
over as amain anchor while also leading statewide coverage on West Virginia Tonight.
She also has a weekday afternoon show on MetroNews with Dave Allen.

West Virginia Secretary of State Kris Warner said that she is “the hardest working,
most professional, and personable news anchor in the state...” and Barren truly lives
up to that accolade.

Her focus on the human aspect of the news, support for many area organizations,
and enthusiasm for highlighting stories that uplift and inform us all make our
community a better place to live, work, and learn.

He was named
Outstanding Senior of the Year, Most Outstanding Senior in Business Administration,
Most Outstanding Senior in Public Policy, and was named a Rhodes Scholar finalist -
the first in our institution’s history.

He earned his master’s degree in health services administration from Xavier
University in Cincinnati and a Doctorate in Public Health from the Johns Hopkins
University Bloomberg School of Public Health, where he was named a John Hume
Scholar at Johns Hopkins for your potential to significantly contribute to the field of
public health.

In 2025, Washington Governor Bob Ferguson appointed him as director of the
Washington State Health Care Authority (HCA), citing his passion and experience,
stating that his “expertise will help us provide equitable, high-quality year-round care
for the people of Washington.”

Before joining the HCA, Moran served as Deputy Secretary for Health Care Financing
and Medicaid Director for the Maryland Department of Health. His career includes
leadershiprolesinlarge,integrated health delivery systems, and he has held executive
leadership positions in state and national Medicaid policy, all with a commitment to
promoting social justice and equality through health.
